Science

The Human Body

Identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body.
Say which part of the body is associated with each sense.

Materials

Distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made
e.g. a cup is made from plastic.

Identify and name a variety of everyday materials, including wood,
plastic, glass, water and rock.

Describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday
materials e.g. wood is strong, foil is shiny.

Compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the
basis of their physical properties.

Observe and describe weather in autumn and how day length varies
(summer to autumn and autumn to winter).
