They also provide our Year 6 children with their Leavers Year Book, filled with photos of their time at
Loxwood. However, the ongoing pandemic has meant they have not been able to meet or have many of the fundraising
events they would normally run. They are desperate for volunteers to help take on some of the key roles as well as get going
with new fundraising events so that we can buy some new resources for the school.
