Reading Skills: apply growing knowledge of root words, prefixes and suffixes; read aloud and to understand the meaning of new words; use dictionaries to check the meaning of words that they had read & draw inferences justifying them with evidence from the text. 


Writing Skills: plan writing by discussing writing that is similar to that which they are planning to write; organise paragraphs around a theme; use simple organisational devices & assess and evaluate the effectiveness of their own and others’ writing and suggesting improvements.


Grammar, Punctuation and Vocabulary Skills: express time, place and cause using conjunctions or prepositions; use expanded noun phrases & to use commas after fronted adverbials.

Working Scientifically: Set up simple practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests; gather, record, classify and present data in a variety of ways to help in answering questions; report on findings from enquires, inc. oral and written explanations, displays or presentations of results and conclusions. 


Food Chains


Skills: construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey; describe the simple functions of the basic


 Living Things & Habitats


Skills: recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways; explore & use classification keys to help group, identify & name a variety of living things in their environment; recognise that environments can change & that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things. 


 








Maths


Decimals:


Skills: Recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or hundredths. Recognise and write decimal equivalents to common fractions. Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest whole number.


Measurement (Time)


Skills: estimate & read time with increasing accuracy to the nearest minute; record & compare time (secs, mins, hrs); know the numbers of seconds in a minute & days in a month; compare durations of events.


Geometry – Property of Shapes


Skills: draw 2-D shapes and make 3-D shapes using modelling materials; recognise 3-D shapes in different orientations & describe them; identify angles; identify horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular & parallel lines.


Measurement (Mass and Capacity)


Skills: measure, compare, add and subtract: mass (kg / g); volume / capacity (l/ml); solve problems including missing number problems, using number facts, place value and more complex addition and subtraction; continue to measure using the appropriate tools and units.
