Dear Parents and Carers,
Sports Week, Sports Day and Summer Fair
We are looking forward to welcoming everyone for our Sports Day and Summer Fair on Wednesday 20th May next week, alongside a fantastic week of sporting activities for the children! Please see below for all the key information for the week and the day itself.

Sports Week and PE Kits
All PE kits will be sent home on Friday 15th May to ensure they are clean and ready for Sports Day and Sports Week activities. Please ensure that all PE kits are returned to school on Monday 18th May as PE kits will be needed in school every day next week.

As part of our PE and Sports Funding, we are excited to be offering a range of specialist sporting activities across the week to help children experience sports and activities that we would not usually be able to offer through our day-to-day curriculum. The week is designed to inspire, engage and encourage all children to take part and try something new. Our Sports Week timetable includes:

Sports Day Information
Here is the provisional itinerary for Sports Day (weather permitting):
Morning - KS2 Events
9:00–10:30am – KS2 House Rounders
(All children will participate)
· 9:00–9:45am - Year 3 and Year 4 
· 9:45–10:30am - Year 5 and Year 6 
11:00am–12:00pm - KS2 Races (Years 3, 4, 5 and 6)
Lunch 12:00–1:00pm - Whole School Picnic on the Field
Every child will need a packed lunch/picnic on this day as there will be no hot dinners available.
Families are very welcome to join us for the picnic lunch on the field. Please note:
· No alcohol 
· No nut products 
For any children who do not have family or friends attending the picnic, they will either join a friend’s family group or sit with school staff so that nobody is left out.
All children will return to class for registration at 1:00pm.
Afternoon - Infant Events 
1:15–2:15pm - (Reception, Year 1 and Year 2)
Whilst the infant activities are taking place, this will also give us time to get all Summer Fair items and stalls ready for a quick set up before the fair begins.

Spectators and Site Access
For safeguarding reasons, morning drop off will take place as normal. Spectators are then welcome to enter through the main entrance from 8:55am, once all children are safely in their classrooms and registered as usual.
Spectators are welcome throughout the day. Please enter and exit via the front office.
To avoid long periods of waiting and sitting around, children will only come out for their own Sports Day sessions (either Infant or Junior).

End of the School Day
2:30pm – Collection of All Children
At the end of Sports Day, all children will return to their classrooms and will be released from their classroom back doors. Please note this is the fire escape near the main entrance for Year 5. Please collect your child from their class door and sign them out with their class teacher.
